Do your bankruptcy schedules list all your assets (everything you own) and 
liabilities (everybody you owe money to)?

Are those documents true and correct to the best of your knowledge?

9.
Are there any changes that need to be made to those documents, or any errors 
or omissions that you wish to point out at this time?

10.
Have you ever filed bankruptcy before; and, if so, how long ago?
